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Human rights and duties in an informational society are a special and very important problem. In the conditions of rapidly changing reality, when new, still unknown technologies are being produced, developed and established, this problem acquires special importance with its new and partially or fully unfamiliar features.

Human and social adaptation with the current changes has been complicated. The influence of new technologies is no longer of local nature, it has become global.

Legislative basis can’t keep up with the development of society. Besides, it is still focused on creating local laws and using local, national characteristic features. But it is time to create a number of global laws, which will be focused on the whole mankind. It’s essential to set appropriate legislative basis to prevent cybercrime.
